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1.6.  Year of Implementation

The Minor Programme in MUS has been offered since the Academic Year of 2014-2015.

2. Programme Requirements and Structure

2.1. Programme Requirements

Students can claim the Minor Programme in Music if they can fulfil the following criteria:

a) Complete 15 units in accordance with the stipulated Programme structure; and

b) Attain a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.0 for all the 5 courses (i.e. 2 compulsory courses and 3

elective courses).

2.2. Programme Structure

This Minor Programme consists of 2 compulsory courses followed by 3 electives. All students must satisfy
the Music Ensemble requirement by attending Orchestral Studies, Choral Studies or Chamber Music
Studies. In addition, students are required to take a compulsory course in Music Theory. Thereafter,
students must complete 3 electives including at least one level-3 course. The Programme is summarised in
